MEETING
MINUTES

The Fourth Judicial District Drug Task Force Control Board meeting was held on May 27, 2026.

Chief Mike Reynolds called the meeting to order. Upon roll call, the above-listed members were acknowledged
as present. Copies of the minutes from the April 29, 2026, meeting were distributed to all present. Sheriff Jay
Cantrell made a motion, seconded by Chief Derek Wright, to accept the minutes as presented.

A copy of the financial report for Grant FY2025-2026 was distributed to all attendees for review, covering the
period from luly 1, 2025, to April 30, 2026. Fiscal Officer Willie Newman stated that the total expense to date
was $831,665.00, with JAG Funding at $39,947.00, Drug Crime Funding at $169,676.00, Prosecutor Coordinator
at $ 283,945.00, Gulf Coast HIDTA at $162,009.00, Local Drug Crime Funding at $46,066.00, and the remaining
$130,022.00 being non-allowed.

Lieutenant Chris Moad reported on the task force’s activity from April 1, 2026, through April 30, 2026, and a
copy of the statistics was distributed to all present. The task force opened 46 cases in April, closed 27, and
made 12 arrests. $6,120.00 was expended for the purchase of evidence, and $1,980.00 for the purchase of
information. Drugs seized during the month included methamphetamine, marijuana, cocaine, psilocybin
mushrooms, fentanyl, and pharmaceuticals. Moad said that 12 warrants were served. The task force seized
$1,100.00 in U.S. currency and 6 firearms during the month. The locations of DTF Enforcement Actions for the
month were Fayetteville, 22 cases; Springdale, 13 cases; West Fork, 3 cases; Tontitown, 1 case; Washington
County, 5 cases; Madison County, 1 case; and Goshen, 1 case. Also noted were 9 drug convictions for April.

Lieutenant Chris Moad reported that the meth seized in April came from multiple cases.

Lieutenant Chris Moad reported on the following dispositions.



23-129 (State of Arkansas v John Chabina) was a Drug Task Force arrest, resulting in the seizure of
$14,005.00 on May 8, 2023. $10,000 was returned to Chabina and/or his attorney. $1,201.50 went to the
Washington County Prosecutor’s Office Drug Control Fund. It is recommended that 15% of the net total
$2,803.50 go to the Drug Task Force, and the remaining balance be based on current staffing (Fayetteville
37.5%, Springdale 37.5%, WCSO 12.5%, and Rural 12.5%).

Notes:

On May 8, 2023, detectives with the Drug Task Force were called to assist Washington County Sheriff’s
Office Deputies with an investigation. Contact was made with Chabina during a call for service in which he
was passed out in his vehicle. During a search, 61g of methamphetamine, 32g of psilocybin mushrooms,
25g of marijuana, digital scales, baggies, and ten firearms. Chabina was arrested and the contraband was
seized.

Lieutenant Chris Moad explained that the forfeiture’s remaining balance, after the Washington County
Prosecutor’s Office deduction and the fifteen percent to the task force, should have gone to the
Washington County Sheriff’s Office and not been split out to current staffing. He further noted that the
arresting agency where a forfeiture is seized will receive the remaining balance of that forfeiture after
deductions are made.

Chief Bryan Watts, seconded by Chief Derek Wright, made a motion to amend the John Chabina disposition to
reflect that the remaining balance of $2,382.98 go to the Washington County Sheriff’s Office. This amendment
was unanimously approved.

23-129 (State of Arkansas v John Chabina) was a Washington County Sheriff’s Office arrest, resulting in the
seizure of $14,005.00 on May 8, 2023. $10,000 was returned to Chabina and/or his attorney. $1,201.50
went to the Washington County Prosecutor’s Office Drug Control Fund. It is recommended that 15% of the
net total of $2,803.50 go to the Drug Task Force, and the remaining balance, $2,382.98, to the Washington
County Sheriff’s Office.

Chief Derek Wright, seconded by Chief Bryan Watts, made a motion to approve this recommendation. The
motion was unanimously approved.

OTHER BUSINESS

Fiscal Officer William Newman spoke about funding for the task force for the upcoming 2026-2027 grant year,
which runs from July 1, 2026, to June 30, 2027. Willie Newman is currently in the process of preparing the
budget for the upcoming grant year. At this time, Willie Newman is working on the grant funding request for
the Prosecutor Coordinator’s Office. Depending on the award from the Prosecutor’s Coordinator’s Office, that
will determine what the task force’s local and non-allowed portions will be for each agency.

No word has been received from the Department of Finance and Administration regarding the JAG funding or
the Drug Crime funding. Both the JAG funding and the Drug Crime funding have been at a flat amount for the
last 4 to 5 years. Willie Newman expects that to stay the same.

The task force is currently in the middle of the grant cycle with the HIDTA grant. This grant runs from January 1,
2026, to December 31, 2026. Overtime is still available through HIDTA for detectives as well as buy funds and
vehicle allowance for each agency.

Chief Mike Reynolds said that with the information that we have today, as it relates to the 2026 — 2027 budget

cycle for the drug task force, roughly ninety percent to ninety-five percent is funded with grant funding. Mike
Reynolds anticipates that the funding will be much better than the past grant cycle.

PUBLIC COMMENT

At this time, Prosecuting Attorney Brandon Carter does not have an end date for when he is leaving. The
governor will appoint someone to finish the last three or four months of the term. The person appointed could
be someone from within the office due to the short amount of time needed and because there is a prosecutor

elect.

Chief Mike Reynolds requested a date and time for the next meeting. The next meeting will be on June 24,
2026, at 1:30 p.m., at the Springdale Administration Building, Community Room, 201 North Spring Avenue,
Springdale, Arkansas. The meeting was adjourned with a motion made by Chief Derek Wright, seconded by
Sheriff Jay Cantrell.
